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EnterMission Overview

EnterMission is an immersive discipling experience designed to form the next generation of
Kingdom leaders. Our program is rooted in a deep commitment to spiritual formation,
experiential learning, and hands-on ministry training.

Across the wider Church, fewer young adults are entering full-time ministry or pursuing
vocational Bible college training. At the same time, gap year programs are growing, offering
students space to ask deep questions about their identity, faith, and future before stepping
into college. We believe this moment presents an opportunity for Christian higher education
to reimagine how students are invited into ministry formation.

The International Conference on Missions (ICOM) launched EnterMission in 2020 with a bold
vision: to equip young adults for a life on mission through a gap-year experience rooted in
discipleship, service, and cross-cultural engagement. Beginning in August, ICOM will entrust
EnterMission with full financial independence—marking a pivotal moment in our growth and
maturity as a ministry.

This transition is both a challenge and an opportunity. We now step forward into a new
season where sustaining the mission of EnterMission will rely fully on our broader community
of churches, donors, and partners. To meet this challenge, we are launching our 2025
Fill the Gap Campaign, inviting you to help bridge the funding previously provided by ICOM.
Your partnership will directly support the next generation of young adults stepping into lives
of faithful service to the Kingdom.

Historically, each student paid approximately $13,700,
with the remaining $2,967 subsidized by The International Conference on Missions

Since 2020, ICOM generously subsidized $2,967 per student to help launch
EnterMission. Beginning August 2025, EnterMission will become fully financially
independent. This marks a key moment in our growth and allows ICOM to focus fully on
its core mission—mobilizing churches, equipping missionaries, and hosting the
International Conference on Missions.
